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This study aimed to comﬁrehensively assess the cognitive functions of
childhood cancer survivors who have completed their treatment. By providing feedback over time and
offering multi-faceted support even after the end of treatment, the goal was to improve the
survivors® quality of life (QOL). Centered around the lead researcher®s institution, the feedback
from the WISC to schools was examined. Additionally, it was found that the support required for
learning and employment for childhood cancer survivors varied depending on the disease, treatment,
and the extent of complications, including intellectual disabilities. The study also considered how
the resilience of the survivors themselves and their guardians changes over time.
Currently, the office for cognitive function assessment of childhood cancer is still based in Satomi
Sato"s laboratory, continuing to support childhood cancer survivors in collaboration with the lead
researcher.
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
