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Mechanism of anti-leukemic effect due to herpes virus reactivation and
identification of the optimal point

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We examined many kinds of cytokines using blood samples obtained from
hematopoietic cell transplant recipients and identified ST2 Stimulation 2 and LYVE-1 Lymphocyte
vessel endothelial receptor 1 as significantly elevated cytokines at the reactivation of human
herpes virus-6.

The cases with cytomegalovirus reactivation at low-copy-number showed better survival than those
without reactivation, while the cases with reactivation at high-copy-number showed significantly

worse survival.
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
