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I conducted unstructured interviews to investigate experiences of patients
with histories of suicide attempts and the contents of support perceived by them, but the study
simultaneously shed light on “ difficulties” in their lives. Based on the findings, | attempted to
extract challenges in the transfer of support for suicidal persons to the community, but realized
that dysfunction of multidisciplinary cooperation was a major factor that hampered it, and decided
to modify part of the initial study plan.

I decided to systematically clarify conditions of desirable multidisciplinary collaborative support
catering to “ difficulties” of suicidal persons by developing this research plan into a study for
the 2021 Grant-in-Aid for Scientific Research (C) 21K10728.
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
