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(1) I examined two temples and eight libraries in Japan for Edo ?eriod
Buddhist texts related to the Mulasarvastivada-vinaya attributed to those monks who highly valued
that vinaya in Edo period Japan, such as Gakunyo (1716-73) and Mitsumon (1719-88). (2) | focused my
academic attention especially on one of those texts, Gakunyo®s edition of the Vinaya-samgraha, since
it contains the foreword written by Mitsumon that explains how the Mulasarvastivada-vinaya had come
to Japan from India through China. Moreover, many of the copies of Gakunyo®"s edition of the
Vinaya-samgraha preserve a large number of handwriting annotations that undoubtedly belong to the
hands of several Edo period monks. Referring to the eight copies of Gakunyo®s editions of the
Vinaya-samgraha, 1 translated and glossed the whole texts of Mitsumon®s foreword and the handwriting
annotations to it, so that | shed light on several aspects of Edo period monks® understanding of
the Mulasarvastivada-vinaya.
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
