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This study clarified the characteristics of the Taisho period Japan from the
perspective of "economic power”. In particular, 1 placed emphasis on the relationship between Japan
and China, the United Kingdom and the United States.

World War 1 had a profound impact on modern Japan. There have been major changes in all economic,
political and international relations. Along with economic development, the political status of the
international community has risen, and the "great power consciousness" has taken root in relations
with China. World War 1 was an important moment for the "economic power" of modern Japan. In
addition, The Taisho period was a process in which such Japan sought to become an "economic power".
