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The study analyzed the oral histories and resettlement backgrounds of the
Indochina refugees, mainly Vietnamese refugees, to understand how they remembered and recorded their
own experiences. They resettled in the United States, through English education and job training in
their host community. Through these experiences, refugees were forced to confront downward
mobility, and many have formed individual memories of war and migration as they rebuilt their lives.
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
