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It can be evaluated that the objectives set forth in the research plan have
generally been achieved. In addition to individual academic papers and research presentations by the
principal investigator and co-investigators, the results published during the five-year period
include; (1) the interim report "List of Jewish Refugees and ldentification of Real Numbers"”, (2)
Japanese translation of "Cafe Scheherazade" by the overseas research collaborator Arnold Zable, (3)
Video material "Where else is it at sea?", (4) Video material "Memory of loss, Circulation of
story”, (5) Video material "Arnold Zable, Embrace of the Harbor™ (6) Kenji Kanno, "The Fiction of
the Discourse of "Visas for Life". Concerning the aftermath of the beneficiaries of Japanese visas,
it was particularly meaningful that their list could be integrated in the interim report.
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
