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Study on Historical Transition of Rituals in Ancient Imperial Palace

The purpose of this study is to examine historical transitions of rituals performed at
Imperial Audience Hall (Daigokuden) in ancient imperial palace, from its emergence to
collapse, as well as the change of the Imperial Audience Hall itself. In this study we
examined historical materials related to the rituals performed in ancient imperial palace
and unearthed archaeological features and remains. We clarified the process of formation
and change of the Former Imperial Audience Hall Compound of the Nara Palace and the
functions and names of several precincts in the central part of the Nara Palace. The result
is published in the sequel of the ““Historical Materials Related to Imperial Audience
Hall”” and the official report of the unearthed wooden writing tablets (mokkan) recovered
from the Former Imperial Audience Hall Compound, Nara Palace Site.
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
