Criticized the
traditional one-dimensional model which directly connects the quantity of state
surveillance with personal liberty, clarified the importance of conflict between state, person,
and intermediate organizations on the study of surveillance society, and established the
important investigative framework on the personal autonomy as the regulation ex ante and
ex post.
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
