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Digital Lexicon

The project created and compiled the Dickens Lexicon Digital (DLD) and
published parts of it on the Internet. The DLD consists of an electronic database based on
approximately 60,000 handwritten cards collected by Dr. Tadao Yamamoto (1904-1991) from all the
works of Charles Dickens (1812-1870), one of the eminent British novelists. It contains 24 digitized

texts of all the works of Charles Dickens and 203 digitized texts of 81 representative British
novelists of the 18th and 19th centuries, and is equipped with various functions related to searches
and statistics by the concordancer. Preparations for the initial development of a stand-alone
system that can be used without connecting the DLD to the Internet or a server have been completed.
