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This study aimed to examine from multiple angles the subjective and
strategic practices of local residents against the "bordering” power in the Alpine-Adriatic region,
a historical border region that underwent drastic border changes from the late 19th century to the
mid-20th century. It was able to clarify the historical background of various bordering movements
around the beginning of the 20th century, how bordering during this period led to the increased and
constant movement of people within and outside of the region, contemporary issues in the region, and

the transnational influence of the practices of the region®s residents.
