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This project aims to shed light on the full extent of Japan®s influence on
the modernization process in East Asia and Southeast Asia from the late 19th century to the early
20th century by clarifying the academic lineage and human foundation between Japan and the regions
of East Asia and Southeast Asia, mainly focusing on law, which was an essential academic field in
establishing modern nations. The focus here is on the activities of students from China, Korea,
Taiwan, and Southeast Asia (Asian students) who "studied" and "spread" information about modern
Japan, and then "operated and practiced” it in East Asia and Southeast Asia after returning home.
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
