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The four case studies were conducted by four researchers. We found out that
women®s background in the level of education, social network, group-based solidarity among migrant
women, and reciprocal engagement with their host societies determine the degree of women®s
capability in exercising autonomous power. Our study also found out that women migrants developed
their own survival strategy in their host societies by utilizing group cohesion that is based on
ethnicity, Muslim identity, and commonality in their place of origin. It is also found that women
often seek more conviviality when Muslim women migrate to Muslim majority states from Muslim
minority states. On the other hand, secular-minded Muslim women seek to migrate to Muslim minority
states to be away from patriarchal control when they felt it in the state of origin.
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
