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Development and Analysis of New Learning Materials, Learning Methods, and
Curriculum that Combine Learning Processes with the History of Japanese Writing
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This study aims to develop new Japanese teaching materials using classical
literature. In this study, we emphasize the historical transition of the Japanese writing system,
specifically the fact that different styles of writing systems have existed simultaneously
throughout each era. We examined different texts from the same source and clarified differences in
thinking styles based on the following viewpoints: 1) spoken language and written language, 2)
Chinese writing style “kanbun-kundokubun™ and Japanese writing style wabun™. Based on the results,
we developed learning materials, learning methods, and curriculum, and conducted verification

classes.
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
