In Latin America, while tolerance for sexual diversity is_increasing,
LGBT-phobia derived from machismo and patriarchy persists, and the two forces seeking inclusion and
exclusion are still competing. In this study, we selected six countries with different progress in
securing LGBT rights and compared them based on the global influences and domestic factors: judicial
system, political dynamics, influence of religions, and power of civil society.

In the midst of democratization and globalization since the 1990s, being sensitive to global
trends, these countries have regarded LGBT rights as human rights and related them to the concept of
diversity that includes other minority groups. This is one of the characteristics of the countries
in which LGBT people have achieved equal rights. However, the process and the progress in realizing
the rights protection among the 6 countries greatly differs and we clarified each country®s own

factors that make the difference.
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
