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Tourism after natural disaster develops in various ways depending on
conditions such as (1) the cause and type of damage, (2) the amount of time that has passed since
the disaster, (3) the social environment surrounding the disaster, and (4) the maturity of tourism
in the area concerned. . Storytelling tourism was born in Miyako City, which eventually transformed
into tourism town development and has been passed down to the next generation. In Urabandai
(volcano), we clarified the vegetation landscape at the time when the initial reconstruction work
was carried out after the eruption of Mt. He categorized the projects related to environmental
consideration in the coastal disaster prevention facility restoration projects in the areas affected
fby the Great East Japan Earthquake and Tsunami, and pointed out the importance of multifaceted
