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i The most significant findings from narrative and network interpretations of
the agents/migrants” experiences of transborder sex trade are as follows: 1) diversity of the

migrants® trajectories depending on host countries, 2) within one country, they are different
especially according to their country of origin, ethnicity and visa status, 3) qualities of networks
determine the migrants® vulnerability and 4) conpared to the 1990s, there were currently scarce
indications of typical means or purposes of trafficking, 5) transgender migrants are more vulnerable
than their cis counterpart and, finally, 6) to make transborder sex trade safer, outsiders

including the police and migration control would need to take "ethical approach® consisting of harm
reduction and community approach.
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
