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In this study, each researcher presented their individual research: in 2021
at a public online workshop, in 2022 at an in-person workshop, and in 2023 at an international
workshop in Singapore. Through these presentations, they deepened their mutual research. The
outcomes can be broadly categorized into three major areas: issues surrounding the nature of
consciousness, issues surrounding the moral status and consciousness, and issues surrounding brain
organoids as a specific example. Each area was examined based on recent concrete cases such as human

genome editing and brain organoids, leading to significant findings.
