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This project aims at revisiting Nishida Kitaro®s notion, actualization of
personality, through its interchange with Classical Confucianism. The achievements are as follows:
firstly, concepts like sincerity, the mean, knowledge, feeling and volition, which are widely used
in Nishida ethics have been extensively examined. Secondly, by using of undisclosed materials which
were found in 2015, a new horizon of Nishida ethics has been developed. Thirdly, regarding the
interconnection between Nishida ethics and Classical Confucianism, especially its relationship with
moral sentimentalism, the meaningfulness of Nishida ethics has been further uncovered.
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
