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Research on the academic and artistic restoration trends of the late Edo period

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This study examines the restoration trend during the Edo period based on the
mutual influence of scholarship and art. The first result of this study is the initial
identification of the entire collection of 1,200 items left by Hashimoto Tsunesuke, a scholar and
antiquarian from the late Edo period. The findings were published in a catalog and exhibition
catalogue. The second accomplishment was the discovery of new autograph materials through research
into the manuscripts of the national scholar Keichu, which have been designated as important
cultural properties by the Japanese government. The third achievement was the clarification of the
antiquities collecting activities of the Yoshida family, a wealthy merchant in Nada. In this regard,

I collaborated in planning an exhibition at the National Museum of Japanese History. Through these
efforts, this research has shed light on the diverse interests of the Japanese people in the Edo

period with regard to their own country®s past.
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
