Through the analysis of novels and poems, we have demonstrated the following
several trends in contemporary French-speaking literature since the 1980s : (1) Succession of
avant-garde movements such as the Nouveau Roman (2) Exophonic writers (those who use French as a
foreign language) who depict the history of their country of origin or their personal history (3)
New historical fictions that re-interpret world history (including new post-colonial literature by
African writers who attempt to redefine the current world power structure) (4) Biographical fictions
or reportage-style works that depict the daily lives of minorities in a straightforward manner,
etc.
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
