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In a collaborative effort, Dr. Aleksandra Turek, Dr. Jaroslav Strnad, and
Hiroko Nagasaki unified the textual interpretations of ancient Hindi literature, conducting a
synchronous comparison of regional differences and literary styles in 15th and 16th century Hindi
literature to illustrate its overall structure. They selected sample texts from various genres
within early modern Hindi literature, including Sufi literature written in Avadhi, the Nirguna
Bhakti literature by Sadhukkari Bhasha, and Dingal literature by Rajasthani. They provided glosses,
English translations, and literary interpretations, culminating in the publication of a vocabulary
collection and the texts.
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
