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The following three things were found. (1) There was a statisticallﬁ
significant correlation between the scores on the MET 60 and the total scores on the English Section
of the College Entrance Exam in Bangladesh (r = .61 n =40, p < .001 . (2) There was a
statistically significant correlation between the scores on the MET 60 and the total scores on the
College English Test Band 4 in China (r = .57 n = 344, p < .001 . (3) There was a statistically
significant correlation between the scores on the MET 60 and the total scores on the English Section
of the Common Entrance Exam in Japan (r = .53 n =21, p < .05
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
