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This study empirically elucidated the government structure and the laws and
judicial system of the shogunate, focusing mainly on the Kamigata region of the Edo period, which

was a base region along with Kanto. Specifically, the study clarified mechanisms, characteristics
and changes over time concerning (1) the administration of government and the legal and economic
policies of the 8th shogun, Tokugawa Yoshimune, and (2) the government structure, including
positions, organizations, systems and their administrative processes, as well as the laws and
judicial system of the shogunate. In addition, important unpublished historical documents related to
the government structure and the laws and judicial system of the Shogunate were transcripted.
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
