In this study, we compared a town implementing integrated welfare services
with municipalities in Hokkaido that have similar regional characteristics but have not introduced
integrated welfare services. The survey focused on care needs. The municipality with integrated
welfare services showed higher participation rates in senior club activities and outings, and health

indicators revealed higher tendencies towards depression and pre-frailty. On the other hand, there
were no differences in participation rates in sports clubs and volunteer activities. Furthermore,
while we hypothesized that municipalities with integrated welfare services would have higher
community diagnostic indicators, regional bias led to generally lower values in Hokkaido compared to
Honshu. Therefore, the differences in care needs between municipalities with and without integrated
welfare services were not clearly demonstrated.
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
