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Democratization of school organization realized by innovation schools :focusing
on Korea"s innovation movement in education
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One of the strategies for democratizing school education in South Korea has
been the establishment of innovative schools. Through organizing the development process of these
innovative schools, their characteristics, such as the activities of professional learning
communities by teachers and autonomous activities by students, have been investigated. These schools

represent the fruition of educational movements in South Korea, where distinct educational
practices have been implemented by teachers who have been involved in educational movements.
Originating from Gyeonggi Province, the innovative school movement has spread nationwide, and it has
been found that student self-governance activities have also been revitalized. However, as
innovative schools become more universal, changes in the initial ideals are observed, and they are
facing a turning point in terms of stability and continuity.
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
