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This study employed qualitative methods through a multiple case study design
to analyze data from high school teachers in United States and Japan. While this study does not
attempt to determine which is "better" as a teaching method, it does reveal that the way in which "
units™ are viewed as learning units differs between Japan and the U.S. Even for highly motivated
teachers, a lot of lessons are the study indicated that there are challenges in structuring units
from the perspective of deepening students® learning, as well as connecting the content of the unit.
The structure in such units also affects the goals envisioned. Teacher interviews showed the
connection between world history lessons and citizenship, and depending on the structure of the
unit, it may be possible to approach the qualities and abilities more directly.
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
