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This study examines the implementation system and supply-demand adjustment
function of staple rice after the abolition of the national government"s allocation of production
guantity targets for staple rice, and clarifies changes in paddy field use and cropping patterns
from an actual survey.

The production adjustment was abolished in 2018, and since 2019, the area of staple rice planted
nationwide has decreased significantly. On the one hand, the area of unplanted land has expanded,
and paddy field land use has receded due to the shift in production adjustment policy. In addition,
amid declining demand for rice, a shift from staple rice to non-staple rice is gradually progressing
on the basis of arable-livestock partnerships. Thus, changes in paddy field utilization have been
observed. It became clear that in order to enhance the effectiveness of rice production adjustment,
it is necessary to create conditions for stable production of crops other than staple rice.
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
