In this study, in order to continuously improve the quality of public health
activities of administrative health nurses, a semi-structured individual interview survey was
conducted with public health nurses with experience in improvement to identify public health nursing
art for this purpose and factors that promote or hinder such improvement. Subsequently, a web-based
questionnaire survey was administered to administrative public health nurses to identify individual
and organizational factors and difficulties and innovations related to improving regular public
health activities. The results of this survey were sent to the municipalities that cooperated in the
study. The results are currently being submitted for publication in order to disseminate and
redistribute them.
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
