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When the subjects were taught the symbols for two transitive verbs (“touch
with the rostrum™ and "touch with the pectoral fin®), they behaved in accordance with the meaning of
the symbols. Therefore, two nouns ("fin" and "mask®) and these two verbs were presented in
combination and tested to see whether they could act according to the combined meaning. A certain
success rate was obtained.
On the other hand, when we tested whether the subject could name objects (“ball® and "lid") in human

language, he was able to look at the presented objects and utter the human language (Japanese) that
represented them.
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
