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In this study, I mainly focused on the three Heian period diary literature,

"lzumi Shikibu Diary", "Sarashina Diary", and "Kagerou Diary", and obtained the following three
results concerning the reception after the Kamakura period. (1)Based on a thorough investigation of
various manuscripts, | discovered new manuscripts and reconstructed the lineage of the manuscripts.

(2)1 showed the survival of the ancient texts in the woodprints and presumed the dissipative
woodcuts based on the surrounding materials. (3) I clarified the actual state of acceptance of the

original text by Japanese scholars in Edo period, and clarified a part of the human exchange that
supported it.
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
