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This study aimed to examine how social norms changed in Hellenistic Egypt
due to cultural interaction, analyzed through epistolary communication. Research achievements are
summarized as follows.

(D)Creating a database of Greek and Egyptian papyrological and epigraphical resources. (2)An
analysis of epistolary communication: | investigated the interaction between the new system and
traditional custom in dispute settlement, while emphasizing the petitioners® viewpoint. The study
revealed that the operation of laws and the negotiation of dispute settlement were strategically
conducted in the context of interpersonal relationships between the authorities and the local
people. (3)An examination of the change and reorganization of social norms: Focusing on the
activities of voluntary associations, the study examined the social functions of each community and
the practical aspects of dispute settlement.
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
