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By adopting the HOS perspective, this study examines the role of network
orchestration in non-market strategies through a historical analysis of the Japanese cab industry.
The taxi industry has been heavily regulated and the industry was generally opposed to ride-sharing
services. Over time, it began to develop its own ride-hailing applications. Importantly, the
ride-hailing application was not limited to one taxi company, but across the entire country.
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
