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Maintaining historic urban landscapes (HUL) requires the development of

conservation-oriented management strategies that build on the area®s characteristic transformations.
This study elucidates the long-term transitions of "craft streets" in the Ancient Quarter of Hanoi,
Vietnam, through literature, statistical data, and field surveys, highlighting their value as
dynamic systems that maintain identity while incorporating changes. Furthermore, it reveals part of
the transition process of trade clusters that maintain this systemic value through GIS-based
district analysis using historical records and analysis of craft streets during the colonial period
and the present, identifying the physical characteristics related to trade clusters. Additionally,
the study develops a landscape change score for HUL, identifies high-impact conversions on the
landscape, and demonstrates the need for more detailed landscape management at the block edge unit
rather than the current block/street level.
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
