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Genomic features of severe acute pancreatitis
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We have already reported that acute pancreatitis (AP), especially recurrent
AP, precedes development of chronic pancreatitis (Hori Y, Vege SS Chari ST, et al. Pancreatology.
2019; 19(2): 224-229). AP if it become severe (severe acute pancreatitis; SAP), that cause
pancreatic endo and exocrine disorders, and sometimes it become a life-threatening disease. We
investigated genomic features of SAP.
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
