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The purpose of this study was to conduct a longitudinal study to clarify
changes in post-intensive care syndrome-family (PICS-F) and resilience after admission to the
intensive care unit (ICU), and the impact of resilience on PICS-F.

Regarding the implementation of the survey, we reviewed the research plan twice, adjusted the
survey implementation facility, and applied for the ethics committee due to the influence of the
situation from 2020. In addition, the research plan was reviewed, the parts that could be researched

at that time were examined, and the contents of the analysis of the relationship of the whole
family were written as a paper. Although part of the original research plan was changed, we believe
that the publication of the contents of family relationships to achieve the final goal of this
research was valuable basic material for building family support in the critical care area.
