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This study found that ethnic orders (groups of monks) were formed in

Theravada Buddhist societies, by researching the case of Mon. The ethnic Mon monks have chanted in
their pronunciation based on their writing systems, and the tradition made some Mon orders since the
19th century. In Thailand, the Mon order in Dhammayuttika Nikaya had conducted ordination rituals
almost exclusively in their network. In Myanmar, the three Mon orders have made their monastic lists
annually, from which we can imagine the ethnic group as a body consisting of numbers. These
research results, which were part of my dissertation and supplemented by new research, have been
published as articles. Besides, my other article on periodicals revealed that the Mon monks tend to
attach more importance to the written Mon language than the lay publishers or writers of the ethnic
magazines.
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
