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The purpose of this study is to deepen our understanding of the structure of
consciousness of evacuees against the background of the conflicts that have arisen between evacuees
and host communities after the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant accident, and to examine ways

to build a new regional society in which evacuees and host community can coexist in harmony. The
results of interviews with evacuees revealed that evacuees have a multilayered and ambivalent
structure of consciousness in relation to the hometown and the recieved communities, and that their
consciousness and relationships with the host residents differ depending on the destination area and
the stage of the disaster process. It became clear that it is important to support evacuees in
rebuilding their lives, paying attention to the ripple effects on the residents of the host
community, and to provide support that respects evacuees® sense of belonging and their feelings
toward their hometowns.
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
