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A study of outdoor public spaces in Jizni mest, a large housing complex in

Prague 11, Prague, Czech Republic, was conducted on the following two points. (1) The transition of
the design plan and the post-democratisation regeneration policies were clarified using archive
analysis, field observation surveys and interviews with local stakeholders. (2) Based on archival
documents from the socialist period, the planning intentions of the open spaces at the beginning of
the development were clarified. Furthermore, we focused on the presence of artworks that
characterised the open spaces under the socialist period in particular, and analysed the planning of
their installation and their existing status.
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
