The purpose of this study was to clarify the influences of the “ community
building projects (Yoitoko health checkup)” operated by medical students in collaboration with
co-medical and non-medical students. The effects of awareness regarding the community and community
health care, the impact of collaborative work with them, and the consequences of praising good
behavior were examined for the medical students. It was suggested that this program would increase
motivation to practice community health care, increase practical skills in community health care,
and develop a sense of affinity with the community. While collaborating with non-medical students is

no different from co-medical students, medical students learned something from differences in
thoughts and values. Positive feedback would be effective for the continuation and reinforcement of
good behavior. The educational program utilizing community-building projects would be a good one for
community-based medical education.
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
