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This study explored the subtle but subversive autobiographical elements
embedded in the varied, often seriously prejudiced, portrayals of Native Americans in Mark Twain’ s
early works. | also reexamined the writings of Sherwood Anderson, a unique follower of Mark Twain' s
colloguial narrative style, with special interest in Anderson’ s representation of indigenous
people and his vision of America as a land that “ still belongs to a race who in their physical life
are now dead.” Based on this research, 1 published a paper titled “ The Sadness of the Egg: Race,
Gravity, and Inarticulacy in Sherwood Anderson’ s The Triumph of the Egg.”
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
