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Comprehensive study on wide-area disasters due to typhoon no.19 and 21 in 2019
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This study aims to clarify the damage situation and mechanism of wide-area
disasters caused by Typhoon no. 19 and Typhoon no. 21 (low pressure) in 2019. In this study, we
conducted five themes: 1) the meteorological phenomenon of heavy rain and runoff caused by typhoons
and low pressure systems, 2) the mechanism of flood disasters over a wide area, 3) the mechanism of
frequent landslide disasters and soil structure destruction, 4) the actual damage caused by storm
surges, wave and strong wind, and 5) the actual situation of residents® evacuation behavior. A
report on these results was prepared and published, and proposals for future disaster
countermeasures were compiled in the report.
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
