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Our research has provided about 10,000 English sentences together with specific

grammatical rules for reference books used by learners of English. This has proved to be
essential for Japanese learners trying to understand English texts. We have also designed
and used a mechanism that retrieves almost automatically referent information beside the
list of selected English sentences. Moreover, we have amongst other tasks successfully put

the data’s usability to the test through further applied research.
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
