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Developing economic education content to foster warm-hearted agency through the
use of economic perspectives and ideas
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We developed the content of economic education that guarantees the agency to
form a warm-hearted economic society through the use of economic viewpoints and ideas. The
effectiveness of the program was verified through classroom practice at the unit level. In
developing the content, we clarified the logic for guaranteeing students® agency and developed a
10-unit program. In the practical verification, the "cafeteria plan" was implemented in junior high
school social studies classes. By ensuring students® agency in pursuit of "good life" (wellbeing)
through the composition of their own nudges, the students achieved autonomy and independence.
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
