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Against the background of changing attitudes toward management
succession based on the direct family system and also changes of gender consciousness, succession
of family farming operation to women appears to be increasing. In this study, we analyzed the actual

situation and clarified the consciousness of the people concerned through analysis of case studies.
Female successors to farming exist regardless of the order of siblings, and the circumstances and
motives behind their farming are diverse. The younger generation has tendency to consider the
succession of management separated from the succession of the family, and that the spouse’s
involvement in agriculture is not essential depending on the environment.

A web-based survey of farmers and non-agricultural workers was conducted to understand the general
awareness of farm management succession and family succession, and found no evidence that farmers
have more conservative consiousness.
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
