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In this study, we focused on “ Sport for Development and Peace: SDP” cases
for “ women” in “ Africa,” who has been placed on the periphery of development and peacebuilding.
Field surveys were conducted in three countries (Tanzania, South Sudan, and Zimbabwe), where there
are several development and peace related issues, to examine (1) the history and current status of
women®s sports, (2) the purpose and content of SDP activities in the field, and (3) expected
outcomes and changes in participants after the implementation of SDP program.

As a result, outcomes such as “ more energetic,” “ more motivated,” and “ more hopeful for the
future” were strongly emphasized compared to the outcomes such as participants acquiring knowledge
and skills. The current situation of young people, known as “ nigas” (delinquents who are
pessimistic about life) in South Sudan, “ idols” in Zimbabwe, and “ dal” in Tanzania, was
revealed.
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
