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It is the purpose of this study to present an example of mutually
complementary research methods between theory and practice into Bhakti studies, using Chaitanya
school of Vrindavan as a case study. In the theoretical approach, we translated and analyzed the
Bhakti Rasamrta Sindhu and the Bhagavata Purana, while in the practical approach, we conducted a
field study of the Radha Raman temple, one of Vrindavan®s major temples. Although we were unable to
fully link theory and practice due to the limitations of field research, the project has led to the
promotion of a research cooperation. If continued and maintained, this cooperation can be developed
as a model case of “ Bhakti research as an integrated study” 1in which theory and practice are
intertwined.
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
