As a premise of our investigation into the cause of synchronic and
diachronic changes of English vowels, we proposed to divide the English words into inherent words
and foreign words; the former words were subject to reduction and loss of the final vowels in the
course of the Middle English period, and our analysis of the English sounds was to regard the
off-glide [i, u] of the second elements of diphthongs as consonantal /j, w/ and the latter part [:]
of long vowels as consonantal /h/.

By virtue of the consonantal function of the off-glides [i, u] and of the length unit of [i:], not
only the final syllables of inherent English words but also the internal syllables are all closed
and thereby able to avoid hiatus between two syllables in succession. Thus, we have come to conclude

that the avoidance of hiatus, i. e., the formation of closed syllables, is the cause of synchronic
and diachronic changes of English vowels.
