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The purpose of this study was to analyse how Japan has accepted foreigners
as a nation and as a society from various perspectives and to make policy proposals on the subject
of foreign care workers and Japanese language education for them, which has been increasingly
accepted through various routes in recent years.

Specifically, using the parliamentary minutes search system, we analysed discussions on Japanese
language education for foreign care workers, made presentations at relevant conferences and
published research notes.

In addition, in relation to the language rights of foreign workers, we also discussed the training

of Japanese language teachers and community Japanese language education.
