The purpose of this stud% is to conduct empirical research on the modern
history of the Sho family and to shed light on the process of the formation of the network of the
former ruling class connecting Tokyo and Okinawa and its social influence. In this research, the
period was divided into three periods: 1) 1879-1901, 2) 1901-1945, and 3) 1945-1972, and the issues
in each period were examined. This has shed light on 1) the process of the formation of the network
linking Tokyo and Okinawa, 2) the transition of the household institutions within the Sho Marquis

family, and 3) the position of the Sho Marquis family within the Okinawan community in Tokyo
immediately after the war.
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
